SCHEDULE REGISTRATION

be found on the back cover of this booklet.

*Lessons can run long. We will put a sign on
the door to let you know if the class is running
late, but request you pick up your child no
later than 15 minutes after the service has
ended.

To maintain a familiar, comfortable environment
and a sense of confinuity, parents are asked to
choose one service , either 9:30am or 11:30am. This
way we can be sure of having teachers and chil-
dren/youth at the same fime, every Sunday for
every class.

*When placing a child in YRE, please place them into the same grade level they attend in school.

YRE CLASSROOM POLICIES

Below are some of our classroom policies the YRE committee has created over the years.

We also use a detailed policy handbook for all volunteers and staff working with children which can be
made available upon request.

ELECTRONICS IN THE CLASSROOM

Any and all hand-held electronic devices will not be permitted in the classroom though grade 8. This
includes, but is not limited to, the following items: cell phones, iPods, iPhones, Androids, Kindles, efc.
Please have your children leave these items at home or in the car for the hour they are in their classes
on Sundays.

Should a young person bring one into the classroom, the teacher will ask him/her to place it in a hold-
ing bin for the duration of class. Should the young person refuse, a YRE Staff member will be called
and the young person will be escorted to the Sanctuary to join his/her parents for the remainder of the
service.

MOVIES AND MEDIA FOR JR. AND SR. HIGH YOUTH

Any movies or TV programs that are shown at YRE events will be consistent with the age of the YRE par-
ticipants. For children in grades K-8 we rarely use media during the year unless it is infegral to the les-
son and curriculum. During the summer we often run programs that explore our UU values in certain
movies and felevision programs.

Movies shown at youth overnights will not include films with MPG ratings of R or NC-17 or any unrated
movie that may warrant an R or NC-17 rating. Movies that are rated G, PG or PG-13 do not need ap-
proval by parents or the YRE committee.

TV programming will not include TV ratings of TV MA. Programming rated TV Y, TV Y7, TV Y7 FV, TV G, TV
PG, TV 14 do not require approval by parents or the YRE committee. If the leadership desires to show
an R-rated movie or TV programming rated TV MA, due to an exceptional teaching opportunity, a re-
qguest may be made to the YRE committee. These events would necessitate parental approval. Once
approved, such events must be held outside the regularly scheduled YRE programs and not at sleep-
overs, Sunday YRE, family camp, etc. These events would necessitate parental approval.




Parental Responsibilities

PARENT EXPECTATIONS

NEW FEE STRUCTURE

Families with children or youth in our program are asked to either make a financial
contribution (pledge) to the church, or pay a program fee. The fee stands at $100 per
child/youth with a family maximum of $300 for the year. Should this fee be a financial
hardship for any family, a one-year waiver may be requested from either of our Minis-
ters or the Director of Religious Education. If you are new, we encourage you to take
your time to get to know us. As such, fees will not apply until the second year of par-
ticipation in the program.

ATTENDANCE

Come regularly. Children develop a sense of belonging by attending regularly. A
child who atftends regularly not only gets more out of the curriculum, but also feels
more connected to their classmates and the church. Parents who possess an atti-
tude of cheerful expectancy about weekly church school afttendance will have
fewer difficulties with their children’s involvement each Sunday. We hope that your
family will make church a priority in your lives.

INVOLVEMENT

Lifelong learning, especially where our youth are concerned is a cooperative ven-
ture. We need the help of ALL parents and non-parents to make our program a suc-
cess. In order to ensure our success, the expectation is if you have a child or youth in
the program, you will volunteer some of your time. Please fill out the parent commit-
ment form with your registration materials.

INTRODUCE YOURSELF TO YOUR CHILDREN’S TEACHERS

Teachers are forming relationships with your children and they want to meet you too.
The DRE and the staff are also interested in hearing from you. Look over the avail-
able literature and follow the activities of your child’s class.

YRE COMMITTEE CLASSROOM LIAISONS

Each class will be assigned a YRE Committee member who will serve as a Teacher/
Parent Licison. The role of this liaison is to provide an additional layer of support to
teachers while also acting as a communications link between teachers, parents and
the DRE.

ARRIVAL AND PICK-UP

In deference to our teachers, please drop children off on-time, but no earlier than 15
minutes before class start time and pick them up no Iater than 15 minutes after the
service ends—please do not pick them up early.

CHILDREN’S BEHAVIOR

Please help your child observe appropriate behavior at church. We believe children
need classrooms where they will be safe and feel respected. Any behavior difficul-
ties will be reported to parents, and together, parents, teachers, and the Director of
Religious Education will address any situations.

TRANSITIONS

Whether your child is new to Neighborhood or moving up a grade level info a new
class, fransitions can be scary. Please prepare your child for this change by talking
with them about what to expect, new teachers, new kids in their class etc. Parents
are always welcome to stay with their child in the classroom for as long as it takes to
make them feel comfortable.




Worship

WAYS WE WORSHIP

SECOND SUNDAYS

Children gain an understanding of the ways in which we worship together by attend-
ing services in the Sanctuary on the second Sunday of almost every month (Chalice
Children — 8th grade). Seated with their families, they join with people of all ages in
singing hymns, silent prayer and listening fo a story. They are then released to their
teachers for a shortened classroom experience. Please see the YRE calendar for
specific dates.

INTERGENERATIONAL SERVICES

Throughout the year, we will have Intergenerational services in which the children
and youth (Kindergarten — 12th grade) are in the sanctuary for the entire service.
These services provide an important opportunity for children to witness first-hand the
way their parents worship in the sanctuary when they would usually be in their class-
rooms. These services tend to be more interactive, plus children and youth have op-
portunities to co-lead the worship. These services are great for families learning and
worshipping together.

WORSHIP/JUSTICE SUNDAYS

Periodically throughout the year, all our children will gather together for youth wor-
ship and/or an activity focused around a social justice issue. We want to provide
children with the experience of ritual; to learn about the ways in which Unitarian Uni-
versalists worship, what it means to be part of a larger faith community and to forge
relationships with our ministers and staff.

THEMATIC APPROACH
UNITARIAN UNIVERSALIST IDENTITY

Our Youth Religious Education Program uses a modified theme-based approach for
our Kindergarten through fifth grade classes. We have chosen specific religious
themes to be the focus of our entire program and we cycle though them every four
years.

This year marks our full year of UU Identity. The first set of chosen curricula is part of our
Unitarian Universalist Association’s new curriculum series designed to nurture UU iden-
tity, spiritual growth, and a transforming faith. Best of all, these curricula are available
for free, online and are customizable to suit classrooms and individuals. Classes will fo-
cus on our UU seven Principles and Sources (see page 1) with the guiding theme of
love. We choose curriculum which helps children explore questions like, “What does it
mean to be a UU? What do UU’s believe? And who are some of our important UU an-
cestors?” We encourage them to explore how we practice our faith in our lives and in
the world. You can view this new online curricula at www.uua.org/tapestryoffaith

We hope this theme-based model provides a greater foundation for our own faith and
values as well as an expanded view of the world through a UU lens. New this year, all
of our classes use curricula from the Unitarian Universalist Association’s new program,
Tapestry of Faith, which offers congregation free, online, customizable curricula for all
levels. Written by UU religious educators with clear lesson plans, a host of activity
choices for all learning styles, a faith-in-action component and spiritual preparation for
teachers. Parents are provided with a week-by-week curriculum plan as well as
weekly classroom updates and resources to bring the classroom into the home.

CHILDCARE AND CLASSROOM PROGRAM DISCRIPTIONS

INFANTS & TODDLERS
UP TO AGE 2
9:30AM & 11:30AM

Our infants are lovingly cared for in our
infant room inside the preschool build-
ing. The room has infant friendly toys &
books, a pint-sized table & chairs, a quiet
room with rocking chairs and cribs. We
ask that parents provide their own la-
beled changing supplies and food if
necessary. Parents are welcome any-
time. Parents MUST sign their children in
and out of class and leave your cell
phone number.

PRESCHOOL
AGEs2-31/2
9:30AM & 11:30AM

Preschoolers are encouraged to have
fun while learning. Children enjoy crafts,
games, books and puzzles. Weather
permitting, the children are allowed to
play in the outside yard that is enclosed
with a secured gate. We ask that par-
ents please provide their own labeled
changing supplies and food if necessary.
Parents are welcome anytime. Parents
MUST sign their children in and out of
class and leave your cell phone number.

CHALICE CHILDREN
(SENIOR PRESCHOOLERS)
AGES 3 /25
9:30AM & 11:30
CURRICULUM: CHALICE CHILDREN

Following the premise that children learn
best through direct experience, Chalice
Children is designed to nurture children’s
spiritual growth, creativity and connection
to their UU community by involving them in
hands-on rituals, simple rhymes, finger
plays, games and other activities. Here,
young ones are infroduced to the Unitar-
ian Universalist chalice, discover the con-
cepts of birth and death, explore the
great forces of nature and the difference
between animate and inanimate objects
and consider how to make choices and
overcome difficulties. Parents MUST sign
their children in and out of class.

GRADES K — 1
9:30AM & 11:30AM
CURRICULUM: LOVE SURROUNDS Us &
FREE TO BELIEVE

Love Surrounds Us explores all our seven
Principles in the context of Beloved Com-
munity of family/home, school, and
neighborhood. Participants engage in ac-
tivities that emphasize the love they feel in
community. Sessions based on the Princi-
ples allow children to artficulate their faith in
the world. Participants come knowing they
are Unitarian Universalists, and leave know-
ing why, as the Principles help answer the
question, "Why do | belong?”

Free to Believe also focuses on our seven
UU Principles as starting points for exploring
values, beliefs and what it means to be a
Unitarian Universalist.  Lessons will also ex-
amine some “big questions” through the
perspective of our Unitarian Universalist
Sources.

GRADES 2 — 3

9:30AM & 11:30AM
CURRICULUM: LOVE WILL GUIDE Us

& FREE TO BELIEVE
Love Will Guide Us encourages partici-
pants to learn and seek guidance in life
through the lens of our Unitarian Universal-
ist Sources, with an emphasis on love. To-
gether we ask questions such as, "Where
did we come from?", "What is our relation-
ship to the Earth and other creaturese”,
"How can we respond with love, even in
bad situationse"”, "What happens when you
diee" Sessions apply wisdom from our
Sources to help participants answer these
questions. Participants will learn that ask-
ing questions is valued in Unitarian Univers-
alism, even as they begin to shape their
own answers.

Free to Believe focuses on our seven UU
Principles as starting points for exploring
values, beliefs and what it means to be a
Unitarian Universalist. Lessons will also ex-
plore our UU Sources through exploration
of some of life's “big questions.”

GRADES 4-5
9:30AM & 11:30AM
CURRICULUM: LOVE CONNECTS

Us & WE BELIEVE
Love Connects Us celebrates impor-
tant ways Unitarian Universalists live our
faith in covenanted community. The
sessions explore our legacy, from both
Universalism and Unitarianism, of living
our connections in loving service, in-
quiry, and action for social justice. At
the same time, the program builds ac-
tive participants in our faith. Children
learn how our actions create a new
heritage of connecting in love which
will shape the faith of future genero-
tions.

We Believe focuses on our seven UU
Principles as starting points for exploring
values, beliefs and what it means to be
a Unitarian Universalist. Lessons will also
explore UU historical figures and how
they embodied these Principles and
shaped our faith.

GRADES 6 -7
11:30AM ONLY
CURRICULUM:

WINDOWS & MIRRORS
Unitarian Universalism views our mem-
bers' multiple perspectives as a blessing.
In spirit, we embrace the contribution of
diversity to our collective ability to pursue
truth, fairness, justice and love. In prac-
tice, however, we often fail to embrace
all the experiences and viewpoints in our
communities as respectfully or as wholly
as we might. Sometimes, we fail to even
see differences among us. We seem
most prone to gloss over differences
when to acknowledge them requires
acute self-examination and may lead to
pain, shame, discomfort or guilt.

Windows and Mirrors nurtures children's
ability to identify their own experiences
and perspectives and to seek out, care
about and respect those of others. The
sessions unpack topics that lend them-
selves to diverse experiences and per-
spectives—for example, faith heritage,
public service, anfi-racism and prayer.




Class Descriptions continued

GRADE 8
11:30AM ONLY
CURRICULUM: RITES OF PASSAGE.:

This program is also known as Coming of
Age and honors, celebrates and ex-
plores the transition from childhood to
youth. Exploring personal beliefs about
God, death and the meaning of faith,
the curriculum helps our youth bring to-
gether all that they have learned and
experienced in their lives and at church.
The program uses the five elements of
inifiation, ritual, learning, testing and
celebration. This yearlong journey also
incorporates tools youth can use to
shape their own spiritual journeys.

This bedrock class culminates on Sunday
June 3rd 2012, with the presentation of
their personal faith statements from the
pulpit, a bridging ceremony into the sen-
ior high class and an opportunity to be-
come official youth members of the
church and sign the membership book.

SENIOR HIGH-YRUU

YOUNG RELIGIOUS
UNITARIAN UNIVERSALISTS
11:30AM ONLY
YRUU is the denomination’s title for self-
directed, youth-empowering groups
made up of senior high students. With
the guidance of adult advisors, this
group empowers teens to create their
own vision and mission for their program.
Largely discussion-based, YRUU also
takes part in social justice projects, or-
ganizes social gatherings, and will plan
and lead a Sunday worship service for
the congregation. This is an opportunity
for youth to continue where the Rites of
Passage program left off, as they and
their advisors explore what it means to
be young and UU, how our UU principles
inform how we live our lives, and what
power young UU’'s have to change the
world.

OWL. (OUR WHOLE LIVES)

OFFERED TO 1ST GRADE
ATH-5TH GRADES, 7TH-9TH GRADES ,
SENIOR HIGH AND ADULTS
Our Whole Lives is a series of sexuality edu-
cation curricula for multiple age groups.
OWL is a positive, comprehensive, and
age-appropriate  educational program
that promotes sexual health and is in-
formed by the guidelines of the Sexuality
Information and Education Council of the

United States (SIECUS).

Our Whole Lives helps participants make
informed and responsible decisions about
their sexual health and behavior. It equips
participants  with accurate, age-
appropriate information in six subject ar-
eas: human development, relationships,
personal skills, sexual behavior, sexual
health, and society and culture.

Grounded in a holistic view of sexuality,
Our Whole Lives provides not only facts
about anatomy and human develop-
ment, but helps participants to clarify their
values, build interpersonal skills, and under-
stand the spiritual, emotional, and social
aspects of sexuality.

Once this class begins, it will be a closed
class. A separate permission registration
form will be offered. There is a mandatory
parent meeting before each class begins.

The 1st grade program is 10 weeks begin-
ning in March 2012.

The 4h-5th grade program is 10 weeks be-
ginning in March 2012.

The 71-9th grade program will be during
the 9:30 service beginning with an over-
night in February 2012.

Child Care Program

CHILD CARE PROGRAM

Our Child Care program has several goals. The first and most important is to provide a
safe, warm, inviting and supportive atmosphere that both parents and children will en-
joy. Our second goal is to encourage independence, creativity, and a sense of dis-
covery and exploratfion. Each child will be encouraged to grow and find new ways to
have fun and feel secure in new relationships.

The staff, supervised by our RE Assistant, include a number of paid caregivers and oc-
casionally youth or adult volunteers from the congregation. Child Care is a program
administered with a warm and caring spirit. NUUC is pleased to provide this service
and parents are encouraged to participate as volunteers or visitors any time. If you
are interested in assisting in the Child Care program, please contact the RE Assistant.

DROP OFF TIMES: Please do not drop off your children more than 15 minutes prior to
the service. Infants and crawler/toddlers may be brought to the North side of the Pre-
school building. Preschoolers (age 3 1/2 to 5) may be brought to the South side of the
Preschool Building where the play structure is located.

PICK-UP TIMES: Please pick up your child by 10:45am after the first service and
12:45pm after the second service. This gives our Child Care providers fime to re-set the
classroom.

AGE GUIDELINES: Infant and crawler/toddler care is for children up to age 2.
Children ages 2—3 1/2 join our preschool class and older pre-K children

(ages 3 1/2—5) will be part of our Chalice Children class. Older children, including
siblings of infants/toddlers should attend the class with children their own age and with
age appropriate activities. We request that parents adhere to this guideline as too
many older children take away from the care of our infants and toddlers.

FOOD AND CHANGING SUPPLIES: Please provide our caregivers with your child’s
own changing supplies, food and drink (if needed). Please make sure all bags and
drink containers are well labeled so we can prevent the sharing of bottles and sippy
Cups.

MEETINGS & EVENTS: We are committed to providing childcare for church meet-
ings and events as long as you let us know your needs. Please reserve space for your
child by calling the RE Assistant at least one week prior to the event, please include
the number of children and their ages.
